For centuries, the Catholic Church has set aside the entire month of Mary to honor Mary, Mother

of God. Not just a day in May, mind you, but the entire month. Mar y6s Month and
combined, making May the Month of Mary with special devotions organized on each day
throughout the month. This custom became especially widespread during the nineteenth century

and remains in practice until today. The ways Mary is honored in May is as varied as the people

who honor her.

It s common tdhave a dadyrrecitmtioe af the Rosary during May, and many erect a
special May altar with a statueorpi ct ur e of Mary as a rA&ddintdieogn alf |
a long-standing tradition to crown the statue of Mary during May i a custom known as May
Crowning.

May Crowning, in some areas, is a huge celebration and is usually done outside of Mass, although

Mass may be celebrated before or after the actual crowning.
